Percussion instruments keep the rhythm and 

make special sounds which add excitement to 

a piece of music. 

Our bodies can also create percussion sounds, 

for example, clapping our hands or patting our 

knees.  

Tuned percussion instruments include the piano, 

glockenspiel and hand chimes.  

Untuned percussion instruments include 

cymbals, drums and scrapers.  

When we talk or sing, sounds are made by our 

vocal cords vibrating (moving) in our throat.
